ARRIVAL: 4:00PM ¢ DEPARTURE: 10AM HEAT: DO NOT TURN HEAT BELOW FIFTY-FIVE (55) DEGREES!

GATE HOUSE: During summer, all vehicles entering the property must check with the Gate Guard. Renters may obtain vehicle
identification cards from the Gate Guard or by calling 530/583-0229.
PEDESTRIANS/SPEEDING: Pedestrians have the right-of-way at all times. Drivers are urged to be cautious, considerate and SLOW!
PARKING: Each condominium unit has one on-site parking space with 2 vehicles maximum allowed per unit. Additional autos are
to be parked parallel along the roadway within the following limits:

* sufficient space must be left on all roads, at all times, to allow passage of fire engines;

e access to fire hydrants must not be blocked;

e vehicles must not be parked on grass;

e campers/motorhomes/RV’s are not allowed on the property except momentarily for loading and/or unloading;

® boats/boat trailers are not allowed on the property except after late night arrival; they must be removed by 10AM.
BICYCLES: Ride only on paved roads and paths.
PETS: Homeowners Association rules do not allow pets in rental homes. Violation of this rule will result in an automatic CHARGE
OF $500 to your credit card.

CLEANING: Please see Departure Cleaning Checklist at the top of this page.

SLEEPING CAPACITIES: Individual properties sleep varying amounts of people. No more people than there are bonafide beds shall
occupy a property. Violation of the published number of people allowed will result in additional charges to your credit card.
FIREWORKS: No fireworks or other incendiary devices are allowed on the property.

LITTER: DON'T!—Help to keep it clean! Containers are placed all around the property for this purpose.

NOISE: Please be thoughtful of your neighbors, particularly between the hours of 10 PM and 9 AM. Residents troubled by unrea-
sonable noise or commotion can call The GATE GUARD at 530/583-1666 or The Rental Office’s Answering Service at
530-583-3704.

BOAT LAUNCHING/STORAGE: Call Hansen Management & Maintenance at 530) 583-0229 about launching or storage.

PIER ATTENDANT: On duty mid June to early September, 8:30 AM to 8:00 PM, provides transportation to and from boats on buoys,
assigns temporary buoys, monitors parking of boats along pier.

PIER BOAT: Available for boat owner use in providing transportation to boats on buoys when Pier attendant is not on duty.

PIER SWIMMING: Swimmers from the pier swim at their own risk. Children must be supervised by a responsible adult. AFTER 10
PM: PIER IS NOT AVAILABLE TO GROUPS AND/OR PARTIES.

POOL: The pool will be open, with a lifeguard on duty, from Memorial Day weekend to early September. Children who cannot
swim must be accompanied by an adult. Pool gates are locked at 8 PM, and NO SWIMMING IS ALLOWED FROM 8 PM - 8 AM.
TENNIS COURTS: Tennis Pro Wade Holiday will be on the courts from mid June to early September. Information about lessons,
court reservations, use, attire, etc. may be obtained from the Tennis Host/Hostess between the hours of 9AM-5 PM.
